2.Hang cord on handle cord rest, secure on rest using

the factory provided twist tie.

3.Apply powerhead trigger lock, plug cord into the

electrical box

Blade Installation: Green Arrows (Fig. 2)
1.Unplug the power cord from the electrical box.
Remove the blade guard.
2.Remove outer blade clamp and install the blade.
3.Firmly tighten the blade.

Blade Pointer Alignment: Blue Arrows (Fig. 2)
1.After proper blade installation, align the rear
pointer and the blade with a known straight edge.
2.Using the supplied washer/shims align the front
pointer to the known straight edge.
